We are glad you are worshiping with us today.

Preparing for Worship — Upon arrival, we keep silence in the church that we all may pray quietly in
preparation for worship. Please remember to silence your cell phones.

Children's Chapel has moved to a new space in the same building as the church. Children's chapel will now
be located in what was an office space, west down the long hallway behind the altar, the first room on the
right when you get to the office area. Children will rejoin their care-givers just before the peace.

Children of all ages are always welcome in worship! There are three soft spaces around the sanctuary where
children and their caregivers can worship together in developmentally appropriate ways. In the narthex (entry
way) you will find rocking chairs for parents of young children as well as worship supports for people of

all ages including sensory tools, illustrated worship bulletins, children’s books, and quiet toys. In addition,
nursery care is provided in the Day School during the 9:00 Service.

Donations: We welcome donations to support the work of St. Michael's whether a payment on a pledge or
simply an offering. You can leave cash or a check in the plates, or give any time on our website stmichaelsabgq.
org

Hearing Assistance: Hearing assistance devices are available from the ushers. Please ask for help if you need
one. Our church also has a loop system: to activate, turn on your T-Coil.

Accessibility: If you need to sit, stand, or move at any time, please do not hesitate. We use the words "please
rise in body or in spirit" to indicate the places where many of us will stand, but we know that bodies have
different needs at different times.

Get Involved: If you begin by filling out a “Welcome Card” in your pew, or at the Welcome Table, we'd be
glad to keep you up to date with all that goes on here. You can also use the cards to update your information,
request prayers, or to ask a question. Turn them in to an usher, a clergy person, or in the offering plate when it
passes.

cross your arms over
your chest to receive

a blessing from the
priest. If you receive
bread but choose not
to receive wine, cross
your arms when the
chalice comes by. If
you have not been
baptized and wish

to receive regularly,
please speak with one
of the clergy about our
process that leads to
baptism.

POSTLUDE
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LITURGICAL CHANGES FOR EPIPHANY SEASON

Emphasis on Light: Epiphany season is the season of the "Coming of the Light." You'll notice many
of the texts and songs emphasize the light.

Green Vestments: The season after the Epiphany is also known as "Ordinary Time." In the space
between Christmas and the beginning of Lent, we return to telling the stories of Jesus' ministry. The
clergy wear green vestments.

Epiphany Hymns: You will notice we're choosing to sing a number of hymns associated with the
Feast of the Epiphany. We made this decision because there is so much good music for Epiphany,
and we want to take a chance to sing it. Since Epiphany is not only a day, but a season in the life of
the church, we're taking the opportunity.
