In addition, nursery
care is provided in the Day School during the 9:00 Service.

Please ask for help if you need
one. Our church also has a loop system: to activate, turn on your T-Coil.

Accessibility: If you need to sit, stand, or move at any time, please do not hesitate. We use the words "please
rise in body or in spirit" to indicate the places where many of us will stand, but we know that bodies have
different needs at different times.
